The network cameras WV-SF135 series and WV-SF132 series are designed to operate using a PC
on a network (10BASE-T/100BASE-TX).

By connecting to a network (LAN) or the Internet, images from the camera can be monitored on a
PC via a network.

:

e Maximum image capture size (1280 x 960 (Aspect ratio of 4:3), 1280 x 720 (Aspect ratio of
16:9))

e Maximum image capture size (640 x 480 (Aspect ratio of 4:3), 640 x 360 (Aspect ratio of 16:9))

Note:

e |t is necessary to configure the network settings of the PC and its network environment to
monitor images from the camera on the PC. It is also necessary to install a web browser on the
PC.

H.264 and JPEG triple encoding
The 2 types of H.264 stream outputs and the JPEG output can be simultaneously provided.

Power over Ethernet function
When connecting with a PoE (Power over Ethernet) device, power will be supplied by simply con-
necting a LAN cable. (IEEE802.3af compliant)

Adaptive darkness correction mode
Corrects the blacked-out parts of dark areas of objects that have different illumination intensities.

orated and it may cause discoloration.
Even when changing the fixed shooting
direction after continuously shooting a
spotlight for a certain period, the discolor-
ation may remain.

¢ When shooting fast-moving subjects or
performing panning/tilting operations,
objects crossing the shooting area may
look to be bending askew.

Flickering

scene" for "Light control mode". Select "Indoor
scene(50Hz)" or "Indoor scene(60Hz)" in
accordance with the power supply frequency in
your locality. Refer to the Operating Instructions
(included in the CD-ROM) for further
information about the setting. Under extremely
strong lighting, flickering may happen even
when "Indoor scene" is selected for "Light
control mode".
When the brightness (illuminance) level on the
screen is set to a relatively low level with the
[Brightness] buttons, flickering may frequently
happen. In such cases, either of the following
can reduce flickering.
* Moderate the illumination intensities of
objects by changing the camera direction.
e Set the brightness (illuminance) level on the
screen to a brighter level with the
[Brightness] buttons.

White-out on images caused by the effect
of light control mode

When "Indoor scene" is selected for "Light
control mode", the tone of the brighter parts on
the screen may be deteriorated than the case
when "ELC" is selected.

Color blurring on detailed drawing pat-
terns

When there are detailed drawing patterns on
images, color blurring may happen over these
parts.

White dot noise
When the brightness levels of objects are too

low, white dot noise may appear on the screen.

Brightness around the images

The surrounding area of the image may appear
slightly dark depending on the shooting
subject.

About the initial set button

After turning off the power of the camera, turn on the power of the camera while holding down this
button, and wait for around 5 seconds or more without releasing this button. Wait around 2 minutes
after releasing the button. The camera will start up and the settings including the network settings
will be initialized. Do not turn off the power of the camera during the process of initialization. Before
initializing the settings, it is recommended to write down the settings in advance.



Removing the enclosure

IMPORTANT: Cover film
* Remove the cover fim from the dome cover of

the enclosure after the installation is complete.

Do not touch the dome cover by hand directly

after removing the cover film. \

Use a slotted head screwdriver to open the screw covers (2 places), and then loosen the

2 screws (M3).
Screw covers

Remove the enclosure.
* Hold both sides of the enclosure, release the hook and remove the enclosure.

e Procure 3 screws (M4) to secure the camera to a ceiling or a wall, according to the material of
the installation area. In this case, wood screws and nails should not be used. For mounting a
camera on a concrete ceiling, use an anchor bolt (for M4) or an AY plug bolt (M4) for securing.
(Recommended tightening torque: 1.6 N-m {1.18 Ibf-ft})

e Required pull-out capacity of a single screw/bolt is 196 N {44 Ibf} or more.

e |f a ceiling board such as plaster board is too weak to support the total weight, the area shall
be sufficiently reinforced.
